where they have generally agreed, and from local traditions 
Notwithstandi"ng the impetus that has be~n given of late tc 
archceological i.nquiry, there are many ancient places which havE 
not yet been identieed. The change_ in several names that ha~ 
been brought about by flux of time owing to the subversion o· 
sects and kingdon1s, and the changes in the course of rivers, d_eae~ 
the ingenuity of arch~ologists to identify them. The presen1 
book, however, does not mean to discuss the merits of the identi 
fications, but is only intended to be an alphabetical collection o 
nan1es of such ancient places in India as have been identifiec 
with ~:>lerable certaintv

have followed the system observed in English lexicography

MAHENDRA J. The Mahendra Mali hills tn Gan-
jam and the Eastern Ghats were known 
by the name of Mahendra-parvata, where 
Parasurama retired after he was defeated 
by Rama. The Ramayana and the 
Chaitanya charitamrita apply · the name 
specially to the Eastern Ghats. 2. Mahi 
on the Malabar coast.

The · Kaluha-pahar, which is about

There are extensive ruins scat­
tered about the foot of the hill for above 
two miles, of the time of the Chole Rajas, 
especially of Raja Chatra Singh, who lived 
before the time of the M ahomedans

U dyana, identified by Cunningham with 
!vl angora or Manglora. 

MANGIPATTANA Balabhi or Dhank, the ancient capital 
. of Saurashtra or Guzerat, ten miles north­
west of Bhaonagar. It was destroyed in 
the sixth century at the time of Siladit}'a 
(Tod}. 
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It was the capital -of Kalinga, the 
kingdom of Bubruvahana of the Maha­
bharat. R. K. Roy in his Mahabhdrat 
(Aswnmedha Parva), p)aces it to the 
south of Chikako]e. But the situation 
of the capital of Kalinga, as describ~d in 
the l\f ahabharat and· the Raghuvansa, 
and a]so the na1ne, accord with those of 
Manikapattana, a seaport at the mouth 
of the Chilka lake,

The great desert east of S.indh . 

1. The capital of Surasena. It was 
the birth-place of Krishna. At a place 
called Janma-bhumi or Kdrardrh on the 
margin of the Potar~-kund tank near the 
temple of Kesava Deva, he was born; 
in the adjoining suburb called Malla-pura, 
he fought with the two wrestlers, Chanu­
ra and Mushtika; at Kubja's well he 
cured K ubja of her hump ; at Kansa-ka­
Tild outside the south gate of the present 
city, he killed Kansa ; and at Bisrdma 
Ghat he rested himself after his victory· 
The Jog-ghdt marks the spot where 
Kansa is said to have dashed Maya or 
Joganidra to the ground, Mathura was 
the hermitage of Dhruva : near Dhruva­
ghdt there is a temple dedicated to him . 
Growse identifies the Kankdli Tila near 
the Katra with the monastery of U pa­
gupta· visited by Hiuen Tsiang, the 
temple of Bhuteswara ·with the stupa of 
Sariputra, the J amalpur mound with the 
monkey-stupa, and the Yasa Vihara 
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with the temple of Kesava Deva which 
has been graphically described by Taver­
nier as the ~emple of '' Ram Ram " before 
its destruction by A urangzebe in 1669. 

· Mathura was also called Madhupuri 
(present Maholi, five miles to the south­
west of the modern city), the abode of 
Madhu, whose son Lavana was killed 
by Satrughana, the brother of Rama­
chandra, who founded the present city 
(Growse's Mathura). 2 . Madura, the 
capital of Pandya, in the province of 
Madras : it is said to have been founded 
by Kula Sekhara. It was called Dakshi­
na- Mathura by way of contradistinction 
to M athura of the N. vV. Provinces. · 

Madawar or Mundore in Western 
Rohilkhand, eight miles north of Bijnor.

It is the Erineses of Megas­
thenes T he hermitage of Kanwa, the 
adoptive father of the celebrated Sakun­
tala, was situated on the bank of this 
river.

MJ\LYAVAN.A-GIRI The Eastern Ghats. 
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Lake Manasarovar, situated in U ndes 
or Hundesa. It has been graphically 
described by Moorcroft in the Asiatic 

Researches, Vol. XI I, p. 37 5. According 
to his estimate, it is fifteen miles in length 
( east to west) by eleven miles in breadth 
(north to south). It cannot be marched 
round in less than twenty-five days. 

Manikalya in the Punjab, celebrated 
for the Buddhist tapes, where Buddha 
in a former birth gave his body to feed a 
starving tiger. 

Malkhead on the river Krishna. 

At the confluence of the Saraju and 
the Gomati near Bageswara in the dis­
trict of Kumanu. lviarkanda Rishi 
performed asceticis1n at this place. 

It included Hardwar, Mayapur and 
Kankhala. Kankhala is two miles from 
Hardwar: it was here that the celebrated 
Daksha-yajna of the Puraris took place, and 
Sati, the daughter of Daksha, sacrificed 
her life, unable to bear the insult put upon 
he;r husband Mahadeva by her father. 
The· present Mayapur is situated between 
Hard war and Kankhala. Pilgrims from 

all parts of India go to bathe at the 
Brahmakunda in the ghat called Har­
ki-pairi at Hardwar. In a temple behind 
the temple of Daksheswara Maha~eo at 
Kankhala, the Yajna-Kunda, where Sati 
imrnolated herself, is still pointed out.

On 
the site of the lake there was formerly a 
mountain.

Monghir. Mudgalaputra, a disciple of 
Buddha, converted Srutavinsatikoti, a

The Kashtahdrini Ghdt at Mon­
ghir derives its sanctity from Rama hav­
ing bathed in this ghat to expiate his sin 
for having killed Ravana, who, though a

Ramachandra is also 
said to have expiated his sin of slaying 
Havana by bathing at a sacred tank at 
Hattia Haran, twenty-eight miles south­
east of Hardoi in Oudh, and also in the 
river Gumti ~t Dhopap, eighteen miles 
south-east of Sultanpur in Oudh (Fuhrer). 

Triveni, north of Hugli. Muktaveni 
is used by way of contradistinction to 
Yuktaveni or Allahabad, where the three 
rivers Ganga, J amuna, and Saraswati 
unite and flow together; at Muktaveni the 
three rivers separate and flow in different 
directions. 

MUKTINATHA ... A celebrated temple of Narayana si-

Mong, where the celebrated battle was 
fought between Alexander the Great and 
Porus (Cunningham). Mong is · now 
called M urg, a town ih the district of 
Guzerat in the Panjab. - N ikai is said 
to have been built by Alexander on the 
site of the field of battle.

I. Narwar, the capital of Nala Raja

PADMAKSHETRA Kanarak, called the Black Pagoda, nine­
teen miles north-west of Puri in Orissa. It 
contains a temple of the sun (Su,yo), 
said to have been established by Samba, 
a son of Krishna, who was cured here 
of leprosy by the god. According to 
some account, he was cured at Multan 
(see Mulasthdnapu,-a ). It appears, how­
ever, that this temple was built by Lan­
guliya N arsinh, the seventh king of the 
Gangavansi dynasty, who reigned from 
1237 to 1282 A. D. (Hunter's Orissa). 

PADMAPURA

Same as Padmdvati : it was the birth­
place of Bhavabhuti. 

It has been identified by Cunning­
ham with Narwar or Nalapura (Archao­
logical Report, Vol. I I I). But this iden­
tification does not appear to be correct.

(Parvati) in Vidarbha (Mdlati-M ddlzava ,

' pilgrimage, and they are collectively called 
Pancha-Kedara. l\fahadeo, in the form 
of Sadasiva, fled from Arjun~, one of the 
five Pandavas, and took refuge at Kedara­
nath in the shape of a buffalo, but find­
ing himself hard pressed,· dived into the 
ground, leaving his hinderparts on the 
surface, still an object of adoration here. 
The remaining portions of the god are 
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· worshipped a~ four other places : the 
arms (bdhu) at Tunganath, the face (mu­
kha) at Rudranath, the belJy (ndbhi) at 
Madhyarneswara, and the ha-ir (jald) and 
head at Ka1peswara (Fuhrer). 

PANCHA-NADA •.. The Panjab,-the country of five rivers 
called Satadru, Vipasa, I ravati, Chan­
drabhaga and Vitasta.

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PREFACE. 

For the plan of this work, I have been indebted to the 
suggestion of Mr. J. D. Cargill, C. S., Sub-Divisional Officer of 
Buxar, now District Magistrate of Noakhali . The present 
work will afford facility for finding out the ancient places 
from their modern names. I have taken this opportunity to 
make considerable additions both in the names and in the ac­
counts of places, and to supply many omissions which occurred 
in my Geographical Dictionary of Ancient and Medi~val India: 
hence the present work may not be inappropriately called an 
Appendix to the Geographical Dictionary. The subject is so 
vast that it is not likely that full justice can be done to it 
by a single individual, and notwithstanding one's attempt to 
make much of the materials at hand, a work like this must 
necessarily remain incomplete. Many of the places mentioned 
in ancient Hindu and Buddhist works have not yet been 
identified, and most of them defy identification. My attempt 
in the Geographical Dictionary as well as 1n the present work, 
feeble as it may be, has been to make a systematic arrangement 
anrl collection of facts regardin~ ancient places which have been 
identified, in order to make them useful to the public as works 
of easy reference.
